Anymore

Lis no surprise thal the Hispanic

populabon s the nalion's largest
minority group, which was confirmed
by the Census Bureau al the beginning
of the year The Hispanic population in
the United States is now roughly 37
million, while African Amencan total
approximaltely 36 2 million
These figures, the first detailed findings
on race and elhniaty since the 2000
Census released lwo years ago, con-
firm whal demographers and many
advocacy groups have anficipated for
several years. The new numbers are
based on new populabon estimales
from July 1, 2001 thal were compared
with the census figures from Apnl 1,
2000 The fgures showed thal the
Latino population grew by 4.7 percenl,
while the black population grew by jusl
1.5 percent. The white, non-Hispanic
population, estimated al roughly 196
million, grew by 0.3 percenl during the
same peqiod
The overwhelming growlth n the
Hispanic population resulls from higher

birth rates and from the huge wave of
immigration thal has laken place in the
last decade. The Census Bureau
counts all people residing in the United
Slates, whether they are legal immi-
grants or nol

In addition lo their symbaolic signifi-
cance, these findings carry important
implications for the distnbution of
resources. n recent years blacks and
Hispanics have often fell opposition in
seeking financing and political repre
sentation. Now thal the numbers are
so high in this population one is lefl to
queshon Il the resources are, simply
pul, encugh?

On December 4, 2002, Senalor
Charles Schumer released a report on
the top fifty philanthropic foundations
Among them, the Ford Foundation, the
Pew Charitable Foundation, and the
Rockefeller Foundation. These founda-
tion gave only a small fraction of their
total grant monies lo Latino non-profils
in 2000. Moreover, over half of the lop
fifty US foundations did not give any

In total, the top foundations gave only
$45.6 million to Latino non-profits oul
of the mare than $5.7 billion they gave
overallin 2000. According lo data from
fhe Foundaton Center, only 13 of the
top 50 philanthropic foundations made
grants available lo organizations that
primarily served the Latino communily
While those 13 foundations are com-
mended for their giving, the average
percent of total granl money given lo
Latino non-profits was only 1.3%

With the numbers reaching unprece-
dented heights more i1s needed in the
areas of funding, social pograms, and
legislation. Latinos have been the
overlooked fragment of this sociely Tor
loo long, and although tremendous
legislative efforts have been made,

there is still more to be done. w

Segin
datos del Centro de Fundacion, sdlo 13
de las 50 enhidades filaniropicas dieron
dinero a organizaciones que sirven prin
cipalmente a la comunidad latina. Mien-
Iras esas 13 fundaciones son distingui-
das por su ayuda, el porcentaje prome-
dio de dinero que enfregaron a las orga-
nizaciones |atinas fue sélo de 1.3%
